Preferred tee times will require early entry forms. Team/pairs events will only be accepted
with the names of a complete team/pair. Entry forms with incomplete information will
automatically be placed on a reserve list until all the information is received.

In the event of any competition being oversubscribed then priority will be given to those
teams comprising most non Littlestone members.

Cancellations. If any member of your team is unable to play, please make your own
arrangements to find a replacement and advise the Secretary’s office accordingly.

Competitors may win only one main prize per event.

Prize giving for all events will be held in the Clubhouse at 7.30pm on Friday 13" August
2010. Collar and tie are required for the prize giving. A buffet will be provided during the
evening.
